1. Logos =  the actual ____________ that is said (“reality”) 
 a. What is your current reality? How well are you positioned to experience 
 the full goodness of God? 
2. Ethos = the character or __________ of the person doing the speaking 
 a. if the right “ethos” isn’t there, If your character isn’t there, Then it 
 doesn’t matter what you have to say, no one will listen to you 
 b. in terms of ETHOS, the question is raised concerning the nature of 
 what is around us 
 c. What is the character, the nature of the world around you?

  1) The Gnostics believed that the physical, material world was 
 inherently __________.

 b. “having eyes, why do you not see? having ears, why do you not hear? 
 c. If you are distracted, unfocused, if what is going on within you is 
 frenzied, hurried, worried, anxious, even __________ and shame, if the 
 Good Life was right in front of you, would you see it? 
 d. Why does Jesus ask you to take a moment everyday to slow down, 
 pray, get your “insides”, your inner nature & soul right with God? 
 e. if you, your pathos, your inner nature, even your soul is right, then it is 
 simply amazing how true goodness can be found at every single turn on
