  1. Attend Public Worship regularly (when not sick, out of town, or  
  at work) - deer stand, lake view, camping, etc. is not worship (only 
  feeling God’s immanent presence… very different things) 
  2. Daily Bible study 
  3. Daily ______________ Time 
  4. Get debt-free & Tithe 10% of your income to God (both!) 
  5. Share your faith (in conversations with friends, family, etc.) 
  6. Serve Christ by helping other people in need 
  7. Spend quality time with Christian friends 
9. Seek first God’s kingdom & His righteousness, then all those other things will be 
 added unto you, Stay on the narrow path that leads to God’s kingdom, 
 then all those other things will be added unto you.
